Barrier to help manage queue

	Fire from faulty burner/forge, gas cylinder, hoses and fittings

	All participants
	Gas cylinder located as far away from burner/forge as possible.

Burner/forge has been tested before use.

Flame arrestors present to protect cylinder

Two independent means of cutting gas supply to burner/forge
	Water buckets and fire extinguisher positioned close to the branding area.

First Aider on site.

	Sunstroke or bad weather

	All participants
	The whole activity to be located in a mess tent / event shelter out of direct sunlight or bad weather.
	First Aider on site.

	Management of people using branding irons / queueing

	All participants
	Stakes and barrier tape to limit those people doing branding to a minimum and manage the queue 
	Adult to manage the queue.

First Aider on site.
